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THE LONDON JEWISH MALE CHOIR RELEASE LONG AWAITED CD

After a busy summer touring the UK, the acclaimed amateur group The London Jewish Male Choir (LJMC) has found time to produce their eagerly awaited CD, entitled for all these things, which was recorded to celebrate their 75th anniversary.

The music on this album was selected to represent diversity, the underlying ethos of the London Jewish Male Choir, which is evident in the individuality of the choristers, the music they sing and the audiences they sing to.

Several styles of Jewish music are represented, from the uplifting cantorial style of Uv'nocho Yomar to the haunting harmonies of the Ladino (Judeo-Spanish) track Durme and ending with the triumphant title track Al Kol Eile (for all these things).

 Most recently, the LJMC took part in 'London Voices' (part of 'Summer in the Square 2002') at Trafalgar Square, which was attended by hundreds of music lovers.

Several renowned soloists appear on this CD, including David Hilton, whom The Times praised when reviewing a performance at the Roundhouse, Camden (April 01) “the basso profundo of cantor David Hilton polished the dark mahogany of the London Jewish Male Choir…”

Founded in 1926, the London Jewish Male Choir enjoys a reputation for its high quality performance of the broad spectrum of Jewish music - cantorial / liturgical, Yiddish, Ladino, Israeli and Chassidic - amongst a wide range of audiences throughout the UK and overseas.  The LJMC is established in the UK as a representative of the Jewish community in major multi-cultural events.

 Throughout its 76 years, the LJMC has travelled extensively throughout the UK and has performed in London's most prestigious concert halls, including the Royal Festival Hall, The Royal Albert Hall, The Wigmore Hall and St. John's Smith Square. The choir has also taken part in several national and international television and radio broadcasts for the BBC, ITV and Channel 4. 

Recent notable performances include the choir’s 75th anniversary concert; broadcasts for the BBC World Service; participation in the Wratislavia Cantans Festival in Poland in September 2001 and the International Festival of the Diaspora in London 2002. The choir also took part in ‘Because I Sing’ at The Roundhouse in London in April 2001 and was featured in the television documentary about this event, which was broadcast on Channel 4 in July 2001.
